Election of officers:

Approval of SCLS payments of foundation bills:   Bills were submitted for approval for payment to SCLS: $129 for hotel for F. Cherney, Cornerstone Recipient; $638.88 for 5100 Restaurant; $8.64 for postage, and $3,903.73 for Lego Mind Storm Kits.  P. Hamon moved approval to pay SCLS $4,680.25.  P. Behling seconded.  Motion carried.
The foundation will be invoiced in April for $5,000 for OverDrive titles.
Financial Reports:
Foundation received $2,500 from Alliant Energy to fund Full STEAM Ahead: Public Library Science

The foundation portfolio has seen a 7% increase within the past year. 
The foundation has applied for a $5,000 grant from First Business Bank, which could provide funding for a national speaker to discuss poverty.
Trustee News Letter for February:  
Items that will be included are:  Cornerstone recap, president’s column, Full Steam Ahead grant, Fund performance, AmazonSmile, and Cornerstone award nominations.

Other Business:
a. AmazonSmile:  When customers shop at Amazonsmile.com, the company will donate 0.5% of the purchase price to charity.  Customers pick their charity through the website and there is no cap on the amount Amazon will donate.  The SCLS Foundation has to apply to determine if they are eligible to participate.  
P. Hamon moved approval to explore AmazonSmile on behalf of the SCLS Foundation and made the recommendation to participate.  P. Behling seconded.  Motion carried.

Cornerstone Award
a. Nominations for Cornerstone 2015:  The board tossed around some names for the Cornerstone recipient - one of them was Pat Townsend, former SCLS Board Trustee and Adams County Trustee.
A decision will be made at the April meeting.  M. Ibach will include a reminder for nominations in the newsletter.

b. Discussion if we want to continue the minor awards program.  The board felt the minor awards program should continue. C. Fesemyer suggested that the Foundation set up a laptop at the All Directors meeting in July so the librarians could enter their minor award nominations on site.  
c. Location:  The board agreed that holding the Cornerstone event on the same day as the All Directors Meeting worked well.  The date of the Cornerstone will be November 19th.  The east and north side of Madison were suggested for venues that could hold both events, if one of the local libraries (Waunakee or Sun Prairie) could not hold the All Directors meeting.  P. Behling, C. Fesemyer, and J. Pugh volunteered to search for venues in Sun Prairie and Waunakee and possibly Portage.  (The Best Western Resort Hotel and Conference Center in Portage can accommodate up to 250 people in their conference room).
